¢ Photos of those under the age of 18 may not be used in
publications or on the Web site without written parental
permission. Verbal permission is strongly discouraged, even
among friends.

¢ Those having attained the age of 18 can grant permission to
use photos of themselves taken prior to their having reached
that age; it is appropriate to obtain such permission.

e Although not necessary, it is appropriate to secure
permission of those who are 18 or older to use their photos
in a brochure or on a Web site.
